Defensible Space is required by
Law, and will dramatically
increase the chances that you

and your home will survive a
wildfire!

Defensible space does NOT mean removing all
vegetation from around your home. Defensible
space means MODIFYING and MAINTAINING
vegetation to reduce the intensity and speed of

a wildfire when it reaches your home.

L ! Create a “clean” zone with few or no
combustibles within 30 feet of your home.

Create a fuel-reduction zone from 30’-100°
(or to your property line, if closer) to slow the
spread of an approaching wildfire.

help us protect your home when wildfire strikes:
